Application Checklist

To the applicant:

The following instructions are designed to help you through the application process. Please note that some of the items refer to specific deadlines that must be met. Failure to meet any of them will result in your failing to complete the application portfolio. Applicants submitting incomplete portfolios will automatically be denied admission to the NHS with no possibility of appealing that decision. Please feel free to stop by Room G-206 before or after school if you have questions on any part of the portfolio process. Do not interrupt the class sessions underway in the room.

· Read the cover letter. Pay special attention to the discussion of the four corners of the National Honor Society. Ask yourself if you meet the criteria. You are to keep the cover letter, do not include it as part of the portfolio.

· Read the cover page of the actual application. Note the due date. No late portfolios will be accepted. Note the bottom of the page – you must present the portfolio directly to Mr. Weiss in G-206.

· Find the Assistant Principal’s Recommendation form, fill out your name and student number, and submit it Mr. Weiss in G-206. Do not take it to any of the administrative offices yourself. Your deadline for completing this task is the end of classes on Wednesday, February 19, 2014.

· You are required to include a picture as part of the application. Be sure to do so.

· You are required to include a copy of the most recent report card. Be sure to do so.

· Be sure to read the instructions regarding signatures for the leadership section and the service activities page. 

· Be sure to supply the copy of your Bright Futures service log documenting the required minimum of 25 hours of service. 

· Be sure to read and initial the four statements and then sign the application. Be sure that one of your parents signs the application.

· Be sure to turn in the application packet (still in the folder) on time.  Remember, portfolios are due no later than 2:15 PM on Monday, March 3, 2014 to Mr. Weiss in room G-206. No extensions of this deadline will be granted.
